1944, Vhat conditions vrevail in this year! For the
gecond time within the short span of 285 years our beloved
country is engulfed in war, a war, the like of which history
has not witnessed. It hae been called the 2nd World War, a
global war, because 1t 1s not confined to o few countries.

It ie epresd »11 over the worid. Very few neutrsl n-tions
remeln, which have not been touched by this scourge. From
all corners of the world come renorts of battles, battles on
land, on eea and in the dr. Our sons have been called away
Trom their home, their community, their church, to face the
foe #nd seal 1f neceseery with their lives the honor and
freedom of cur country. Many a battle hes been Tought, meny
g young life hes been snuffed out, meny a brave soldier
wounded end meny e tear ghed over the wounded snd slein in
bettle. OCur dsugnters hove been asked to leave their home
and ore exnosed to the horrors of wer that they may help in
the gigentic task of preserving our freedom. The egeac hsve
witnessed the destruction that war bringe. Many a battle-
ehilp nas been sunk and its brave crew buried in the watere.
Subnerines luriing in the dark waters in the path of merchant
shipe send their deedly exnleosives sgainst the unsespecting
victim snd demolish it in & few minutes, o thet ofttimses the
crew has no oonortunity to be saved. £And who can describe
the sorrore which the seroplene has spresd in this war! Not
only on the battlefield, where it vplays a major role in the
coni'lict, not only on the seas where 1t is & constant source
of danger to any chiv, but sbove all in the cities where
bombinge heve achleved little more than ezronizing 2nd wound-
ing end killing innocent victims. The world hes not witnessed
such & war! ‘

cnannel to gain a foothold on the continent of Eurovne and
Tight thelr way to victory. YWhat dengers confront our men!
ney the Lord of tne Church, ouor Ssvior Jesus Christ, unto
wnom all power is piven in hecven =nd on earth, who holds
the cestinies of netlons in the hollow of His hend, hold Hie
protecting hand over our bovs snd grsnt ther and our nstion

victory =nd a sneedy, just and lasting pesce.

"=t nas brousht this catse%ronhe down uvon the world?
Friends, let us not look for the cauce in individusl pereons
o:ly. God will call them to eccount and will render to each
the cue rewsrd of nis deeds. No, in this war the whole world
feele the punitive rnd of the Almighty God, who has been in-
culted by a2 world which in genersl ie living without God and
vhose godlees 1ife ie crving eloud unto God for vengeence.

o one, not even the most collous, or the most self-richieous
nerson, will sttem=zt to deny that this visitstion is decerved.
For veers mean hes been taught tirouch the theory of evolution,
thet ne nes not been created by 2 God, bubt tnst he develoned
Almeelf into nie nrecent etote ond form, that he is nothing
but e hivher develoned enimal, thet therefore no God nes =
¢loim on his 1ife eond cen cell him to account, but that man is
resooneibie only to nimself and to those other higrer devel-
oved anlmale wiSh which ne lives.

hie Teeline of not scknowledcoine and nnat heine moocnAn
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what the epch-enemy of God, Saten, wented--a 1life without

God. OCn the one hend, men feeling responsible only to him-
gell, followed the dictates of his heart, sznd "out of the
neart nroceed evil thoughte, murders, adulteries, forni-
cetions, theft, falee witness, blasphemles," (latt. 15,19.)
the bible eaye. Our grest natlonal vices and crimes are well
fnown and cry aloud to neaven. God gaid, "Thou shalt not
®¥111."  Eut murder cfter murder hee been committed in our
country snd the long list of unsolved murders 1s aprnalling.
God esid, "Thou shelt not commit adultery. What God has
joinecd torether, let no men put esunder." PBut men Tor little
or no reesgon will divorce hils wife, break a marriage two,
three, four times and thie Dolygamv on the installment plan

is brezszenly nictured on the screens znd resdily condoned in
the nresg. God demands man to flee fornication and lead a
ciaste and decent life. But in our country free love is
overly discussed in clacsrooms. Nudist colonles are sanc-
tioned by the government, =nd men end women, steeped in filth
and vice, deflle thelr bodies and continue their deeply sin-
ful lives. God says, "Thou shelt not steel." but whet man-
rer of pgraft, greed, dishonesty ie prevelent! Han congiders
himegelf ecmart 1f he can cheat his neighbor or even his govern-
ment. God eaye, "Be sober, be vigilent.!" But men end women
indulge in intoxiontinv liguor =zs never before and are not .
ashzmed to lower themselves to the level of = besst. "Who is
the Lord that L snall obey Hie volce?" (Ex.5,2), cried the
wicked ginner and the rloocdtide of ein swept the nation on to
thie catestrophe. Has this punishment of God brought the
sinner to his senses? In some instencee, yee, but in general,
no. Sin continues unsbated and multiplies ss sand on the sea-
shore.
